Neighborhood Meeting Scheduled To Address 

Station Improvements
     
 PHILADELPHIA, PA (February 3, 2010) – On February 25, SEPTA in conjunction with the Germantown Community  Connection (GCC) will host an informational meeting to discuss scheduled stimulus improvements on the Chestnut Hill East (R7) Regional Rail Line. The 7 p.m. meeting is scheduled to take place at The First Presbyterian Church in Germantown.  35 W. Chelten Avenue.
Funded by a federal $1.7 million grant from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), several stations will be discussed including the upcoming Wister and Germantown Stations Amenity Project this year. These stations will require extensive work including painting, stairwell rehabilitation, building and pavement improvements, sign installation, and vegetation and debris removal. Other stations to receive upgrades this year are Gravers, Wyndmoor, Mt. Airy, Sedgwick, and Washington Lane.
   During the project the stations will remain open and there will be minimal impact to normal train service.
Station improvements have begun on several Chestnut Hill West (R8) Regional Rail Line stations including Chestnut Hill West, Tulpehocken and Chelten as upgrades are made to the station buildings, platforms, walkways, and lighting. Currently, Allen Lane and Queen Lane stations are in the process of a major revitalization construction.
